Therefore, despite the introduction of DCFTA market access provisions since April 2014 (first as autonomous

improved market access and increased exports, this paper investigates the specific sectors that are not 

performing as expected, especially those where the DCFTA provides a tariff margin of preference. The 

Government can then use this analysis as a basis for: 

1. a discussion with Ukrainian business in these sectors to identify the  constraints to export under the 

DCFTA; 

2. improved policy making within Ukraine to remove or mitigate these constraints; and

GROWTH IN EXPORTS TO THE EU UNDER THE DCFTA 

Ukraine exports 920 products3 to the EU at a 4 digit HS customs code. Of these, exports of 641 (more than

2. IDENTIFICATION OF UNDERPERFORMING SECTORS 

OVERALL APPROACH 

In order to focus government policy, products that underperform under the DCFTA should be identified and 

investigated further. The simple analysis in section 1, of products whose exports declined over recent years 

does not take account of the dynamic nature of exports, that is, Ukrainian relative competitiveness and 

market demand. So rather than this simple analysis, the analysis should be based on Ukrainian products

The share of Ukrainian exports of any product in global markets sets the benchmark proxy for relative 

competitiveness of Ukrainian exports. It would then be expected that under the DCFTA, with additional

So to identify 

underperforming products under the DCFTA, all products at HS4 whose market share in EU is less than market 

share in the world will be investigated further:

To prioritise products for further investigation, criteria based on significant levels of Ukrainian exports globally, 

significant and growing EU market and relative large potential increase (gap between EU and global markets) 

will be applied to identify:

MAIN FINDINGS 

Ukraine exports 920 products to the EU at a HS4 digit customs code level. Around one quarter of product 

lines, or 242 products have market shares in the EU lower than global market shares, that is are 

underperforming in the EU market under the DCFTA. Of these, 69 have large global exports, over US$ 10 

million. Given that only 298 product lines have exports greater than US$ 10 million, it also means that around

which is about one tenth (0.98) of its global market share at US$ 800 mn. Therefore, if Ukrainian exports to EU 

of gas turbines performed the same in EU as in global markets, then exports to the EU would total US$ 224 

million; given the DCFTA provides a market opportunity, it could be argued that we would expect exports to 

be much larger than global export share and therefore the expected increase would be even higher.

The worst performing export to the EU is gas, liquid or electricity meters (HS 9028) with relative market share 

in the EU of 0.016 of global market share (or more than 62 times smaller). 

Summary 

Using a traditional opportunity scan of Ukrainian exports to the EU to narrow the focus of discussions on 

existing barriers to trade for Ukrainian business under the DCFTA, the focus of analysis and discussion with 

business will be reduced from 920 current exports to EU to 47 products, which can be further grouped in 34 

sectors that will be investigated further in the following section. 

 

3. UNDERPERFORMING SECTORS UNDER THE DCFTA 
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The benefits of the DCFTA are derived principally from two elements: 

¶ improved market access (preferential tariffs and duty free tariff rate quotas) that provide Ukraine with 

a margin of preference over other third country suppliers, and; 

¶ alignment of national regulations (SPS and technical regulations) to those of the EU so that producers 

in Ukraine, de facto, already comply with EU regulations and can export more easily without product 

adaptation. 

Initial examination shows that of the 34 large8 under performing sectors (refer appendix 5), a tariff barrier 

(tariff or TRQ) remains on 4 sector(s). Discussions with EU could be used to accelerate the reduction of 

those underperforming sectors where a tariff barrier remain: 

1. Wine (HS 2204) TRQ fully utilised on HS 2204 21; 

2. Cigars, cheroots, cigarillos and cigarettes (HS 2402); TRQ of 2,500 MT, trade only in that heading but no 

use of available TRQ; 

3. Footwear with outer soles and uppers of rubber or plastics  (HS 6402) with normal tariff of 16.8%, GSP 

11.9% and DCFTA rate of 11.2%; 

4. Unwrought aluminium (HS 7601) with normal and GSP of 6% and DCFTA rate of 4%. 

A further 4 sectors have a tariff barrier with no margin of preference over GSP (due to DCFTA rates being 

set in 2012 and EU autonomously reducing GSP rates since). Currently Ukrainian companies can use GSP until 

end 2018 but this complicates trade. GoU could argue to accelerate the reduction of these tariffs beyond 

DCFTA rates in underperforming sectors: 

1. Casks, drums, cans, boxes and similar containers, of aluminium, of a capacity of <= 300 l, not fitted with 

mechanical or thermal equipment (HS 7612); DCFTA rate 0% except on 2% of exports where DCFTA rate 

is 4% (normal tariff of 6.0%, GSP of 2.5%);   

Polymers of Ethylene and Vinyl in primary form (HS 3901 and HS 3904); DCFTA rate is 3.2% (normal tariff of 

6.5% and GSP of 3.0%); 

Titanium and articles thereof DCFTA (HS 8108) with DCFTA rate of 3.3% (normal tariff 5% and GSP 0%); 

Motor vehicles for the transport of good (HS 8704) with DCFTA rate of 16.5% (normal tariff 22% and GSP 

15.4%). 

A further group of 12 sectors are duty free to all third countries which means there is no market entry 

advantage under DCFTA, but still non-tariff constraints remain, these should be investigated and discussed 

with business to identify issues:  

1. Sands and pebbles (HS 2505 and HS 2517)

Cranes, ships' derricks; incl. cable cranes (HS 8426)

(HS 8523) 

Tractors (HS 8601) 

Turbojets and propellers, aircraft and aircraft parts (HS8411, HS 8802 and HS 8803) 

The remaining 14 sectors have tariff preferences over third countries but exports to the EU are 

underperforming, suggesting that there would be a bigger impact (price effect) if the non-tariff constraints 

were removed. These could be considered first priority for discussions with business. 

1. Cocoa paste (HS 1803) with 9.1% weighted average margin of preference; 

Malt extract (HS 1901) with 7.1% + EA weighted average margin of preference; 

Processed fruits and vegetables preserved in vinegar, not frozen whether or not with added sugar (HS 2001, 

HS 2005 and HS 2008) with 15.5% weighted average margin of preference; 

Extracts, essences and other food preparations (HS 2101 and HS 2106) with 10.2% weighted average margin 

of preference; 

Perfumes, make-up and shaving preparations (HS 3303, HS 3304 and HS 3307) with 2% weighted average 

margin of preference; 

Lingerie: tights, stockings and brassieres (HS 6115 and HS 6212) with 7.8% weighted average margin of 

preference; 

Stoves, ranges, grates, cookers, and parts thereof of iron or steel (HS 7321) with 2.7% weighted average 

margin of preference;  

Pumps for liquids (HS 8413) with 1.7% weighted average margin of preference (unless used for aircraft, 

Statistics do not disaggregate) 

Air Conditioning machines (HS 8415) with 2.7% weighted average margin of preference (unless used for 

aircraft, Statistics do not disaggregate) 

Machinery, plant or laboratory heating equipment (HS 8419) with 1.3% weighted average margin of 

preference 
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Taps, cocks, valves (HS 8481) with 2.2% weighted average margin of preference (unless used for aircraft, 

Statistics do not disaggregate) 

Electric motors and generators (HS 8501) with 2.7% weighted average margin of preference 

Radar Apparatus (HS 8526) with 2.8% weighted average margin of preference (unless used for aircraft, 

Statistics do not disaggregate) 

Gas, liquid or electricity supply meters (HS 9028) with 2.1% weighted average margin of preference.  

 

4. RECOMMENDED APPROACH TO DISCUSSION WITH BUSINESS AND POLICY IMPACT 

OVERALL APPROACH 

The reasons behind the underperformance of specific export sectors under the DCFTA that have significant 

global exports could be varied. These could be related to policies in Ukraine, the DCFTA regime itself, internal 

industrial problems in Ukraine or market issues within the EU. To determine and resolve these constraints, the 

GoU needs to discuss and discover what these issues are through a business consultation process. Once it has 

identified the probable causes, then GoU can consider how to resolve or ease these problems, including 

discussions with EU at trade and industrial dialogue committees, internal policy changes or business support 

measures (such as promotion, education or other). In reality, it is expected to be a complex of factors that 

limit the export potential. 

Therefore, in determining the policy approach of the Government to remove barriers to trade under the 

DCFTA, it is recommended that GoU establish a number of business consultations with each sector (through 

trade associations, Chambers of Commerce etc) to ascertain the causes of underperformance. 

The agenda of the first consultation with each sector could comprise: 

1. Introduction to the DCFTA (opportunity under the DCFTA: market access and alignment) 

2. Underperformance and key data regarding the sector being analysed (see Sector Pages in Appendix 6) 

3. Discussions on potential barriers in that sector (see Potential Issues below)

Following these discussions, and based on the data and any further analysis (to confirm the issues raised by 

business), GoU should develop policies to address these constraints. These would include internal policies, but 

also take full advantage of the mechanisms within the DCFTA to resolve such implementation issues. A second 

consultation with business (same constituent to ensure consistency) would explore the viability of these 

policies. 

The agenda could comprise: 

1. Recap on underperformance 

2. Validation of barriers identified in previous meetings (with any additional analysis undertaken by 

government) 
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3. Presentation of proposed approaches to resolve these issues 

4. Discussions and opinion of business. 

The GoU would then work with policy lead Ministries within government, as well as other stakeholders, in a 

sector working group to develop actual policies to address these constraints. These would be cross 

government and non-government as appropriate. The GoU would then discuss and refine actual policies in 

discussion with business. 

The agenda could comprise: 

1. Overall of the Problems and constraints previously discussed 

2. Presentation of detailed policy proposals to address constraints and promote exports 

3. Validation and refinement of policies 

Based on inputs from business, GoU may further refine its policies. 

SUGGESTED PILOT SECTORS FOR CONSULTATIONS 

It is suggested, based on analysis of the profiles, the following consultation groups are formed as a pilot:
